Narrative Budget/ Pledge Drive Update 12/8/19
[ As of this week, we have received 130 pledges totaling $446,179.
That is an increase over last week’s total of $407,246. The
Narrative budget, our 2020 expenses, will total $663,785.

Consider that in 2019, we established our youth and family ministry under
Morgan Brownlee, expanded our mission and outreach programs, and
made upgrades and improvements to our facilities. Many people in our
community visited Holy Innocents’, eight new families have joined the
parish, most with young children. Participation in worship is increasing on
Sunday as well as in the Wednesday Gathering.

We recognize the challenge in continuing our commitment to shine the
light of Christ through our worship, welcoming, pastoral care, and ministry
to the broader community.
